Discussion Questions

Have you ever done something difficult, only to find out when you were done that there was an easier way?
What kind of book do you think the Bible is?  Instruction book, history, science book, mythology, owner’s manual?  Why?

In what ways can we find God in the Bible?

In what parts of the Bible are glimpses of God less clear? more clear?
In you own reading of the Bible, what do you find most?  Knowledge, encouragement, warning, guilt, guidance, inspiration, not much of anything?  

Does any of it make you feel closer or farther from God?
If God seeks to give us a clearer picture of Himself in the Bible, why is it hard to see sometimes?

How can we find God and come closer to God though the Bible?
