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Matthew 12:15-21
15 Jesus, aware of this, withdrew from there.  And many followed him, and he healed them all 16 and ordered them not to make him known.  17 This was to fulfill what was spoken by the prophet Isaiah:

18 "Behold, my servant whom I have chosen,


my beloved with whom my soul is well pleased.

I will put my Spirit upon him,


and he will proclaim justice to the Gentiles.

19 He will not quarrel or cry aloud,


nor will anyone hear his voice in the streets;

20 a bruised reed he will not break,


and a smoldering wick he will not quench,

until he brings justice to victory;

21 and in his name the Gentiles will hope."

Discussion Questions

Have you ever seen someone or some group attempt to ‘win at all costs’?

What did it look like?

Did everyone benefit?

Right before this passage, what did the Pharisees decide to do?

So now it’s clear that Jesus is involved in a ‘fight.’

How does Jesus respond?

Jesus claims victory, but how is it different that how most people claim victory?

Read Isaiah 53:2-6, about the Servant Matthew is mentioning here.

Does this seem like a winner to you?  Why or why not?

What does it mean that Jesus is a different kind of victor?
How does this matter to ‘bruised reeds’ and ‘smoldering wicks’?

Do you know any ‘bruised reeds’ or ‘smoldering wicks’?

What do you think ‘leading justice to victory’ looks like when it is done?

Where are you when Jesus is winning this victory?

Does this affect how you think about what it means to ‘Choose Him’ or give your life to Him?
