33 And those in the boat worshiped Bymg "Truly
you are the Son of God."

34 And when they had crossed over, they came to land ae&sen
35 And when the men of that place recognized him, theyasenond to all
that region and brought to him all who were sick 36 andared him that
they might only touch the fringe of his garment. Andrasy as touched it
were made well.
